Course Guidelines and Grading Procedures
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The following is a guideline of how grades will be determined and what my classroom expectations will be.

1. You should keep a folder for all class notes, reviews, handouts, and graded papers.  It is suggested that students secure homework, handouts and tests/quizzes in their folder in the order they were assigned.(review material for 9 weeks and semester final).  Notes will be given on a daily basis.  .  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to attain the notes you missed from a fellow classmate.

2. Homework/Class work will be randomly collected for a grade at the beginning of the period.  If turned in one day late, it will be accepted with a thirty point deduction.  Any assignments submitted  and complete there after will receive an 10 point deduction per day.  The cutoff for submitting late work is two (3) days after original collection date.
3. You will be notified at least 2 days in advance of any upcoming assessments with the exception of pop Quizzes.  I usually alternate between giving a quiz one week and a test the following week.  Quizzes will include all lessons covered during the week up to the day of the quiz.  A Test will include all lessons covered over a two week period (usually quizzed lessons and the lessons of the following week).

4. YOU are responsible for make-up assignments when your absence is excused.  Make-up will be according to EPISD policy.  (One day for every day absent that is excused).  Unexcused absences will result in a grade of zero for that day.
